Substantive Concepts/Threads  
· Governance/monarchy - The act or process of governing or overseeing the control and direction of something (such as a country or an organization). This could be by a monarchy, emperor. Ruler etc. 
· Religion - Affecting or even defining individual beliefs and traits, cultural norms and values, social groups and organisations, and political and military power.
· Society and Civilization - The main characteristics of society are shared norms, values, and beliefs. Civilization is a group of people with their own languages and way of life. (housing, leisure, jobs)
· Achievements and legacy- Something that has been accomplished, esp by hard work, ability, or heroism. (This can include inventions in transport, technology, weapons etc) 
·  Movement and Migration -The movement of people from one place to another whether within the country or across an international border. 
· Trade - The activity of buying and selling or of exchanging goods or services between people or countries. (Coal, food, metals etc)
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
