What will I be learning?
Maths – Money & Multiplication and Division.
English – Fiction writing based on the book ‘The Dragon Machine’ by Helen Ward.  
Reading- X2 reads in school with an adult plus daily recap teaching and learning of taught phonemes and words and how to blend to read and segment to spell. 
Science- Children will learn about different habitats and which animals live in each.
Geography- Children will learn about wonderful places in the world; Landmarks, Oceans & Habitats.
Art- Children will be printing using a range of materials and resources.
P.E. - Children will be focusing on Gymnastics (balance) – Tuesdays.
PSHE- Children will learn about living in the wider world: our community.
Music – Calls and response – animals.
Please support your child to complete at least X3 reads at home per week with an adult. It ensures pupils can practice and secure knowledge taught in class in previous weeks and build their confidence and fluency to read aloud by themselves. Try and ask a range of questions to your child to build their comprehension skills. This is vital in Y2 to build an understanding of the text.
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
