Chidren wil describe what a good ‘digital citizen” looks lke. They will able to
identify whether information online is reliable and be able to identify what types
of personal information should never be shared online.

Our PSHE topic this half term is Being Me in My World. In this Puzzle (unif)
the children learn to recognise their self-worth and identify positive things about
themselves and their achievements. They tak about new challenges and how to
face them with posifivity. The chidren tak about the need for rules and how
these relate to rights and responsibilities. They talk about choices and conse-
quences, working collaboratively and seeing things from other people's points of
view. The children tak about different feelings and the ability to recognise
these feelings in themselves and others. They set up their Jigsaw Journals and
establish the Jigsaw Charter.
