A levelled reading book, which your child will need 
to decode and a fluency reading book, which your child will be able to read. Please try to spend time 
each night reading with your child and discussing the book. Remember to leave a comment and sign the 
reading record book.  
Your child has a login for Bug Club (www.activelearnprimary.co.uk). They will be allocated several phonic 
games to play. Please encourage your child to log on and play the phonic games-this will help with their 
reading. 
 
Maths 
Your child has a login for Numbots (https://play.numbots.com/#/intro). This website is designed to 
support your child’s fluency in Maths. 
 
PE 
We have PE on Wednesday and Friday.  
Due to children not having PE kits regularly for the lesson, we are asking you to send your child’s PE kit 
in on Monday and leave it in school until the end of the half term. We will send it home to be washed 
and ask you to send it back with your child at the start of the next half term. Remember to make sure 
their PE kit is labelled.
