	The children should know the number bonds to all numbers up to 20 e.g.
Number bonds to 15: 0 + 15 = 15
1 + 14 = 15
2 + 13 = 15 etc.
Number bonds to 16: 0 + 16 = 16
1 + 15 = 16
2 + 14 = 16 etc.
The children should know all the number bonds that total 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18,19 and 20

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   You might use a number line to help count on/back in steps of tenths.

	The children are introduced to the decimal equivalents of tenths:
    0.1= 1/10	    0.2 = 2/10
0.3 = 3/10	0.4 = 4/10
0.5 = 5/10	0.6 = 6/10 
0.7 = 7/10	0.8 = 8/10
0.9 = 9/10	1.0 = 10/10	etc.
