. Footwear

We have noticed several children in school wearing boots or trainers as part

of their school uniform. In line with our School Uniform Policy, pupils must wear
plain black shoes. Trainers may be worn on PE days only.

During winter months children are allowed to wear sensible plain black boots on

End of the school day
