Development – [image: ]The progressive changes in size, shape, and function during the life of an organism. 
Gestation - [image: ]The time between egg fertilisation and giving birth.
Infant/infancy – [image: ]The first year after birth is called infancy. 
Childhood - [image: ]The stage of a human organism between birth and adolescence.
Adolescence - [image: ] The period of life when a child develops into an adult.
Hormones – [image: ]They travel in your bloodstream to tissues or organs. They work slowly, over time, and affect many different processes, including growth and development. Metabolism - how your body gets energy from the foods you eat.
