Soluble [image: ] – a substance that can dissolve in liquid.
Insoluble [image: ] - a substance that cannot dissolve in liquid.
Solvent  [image: ]– a liquid which the material dissolves in.
Solution [image: ] – a special type of mixture composed of two or more substances.
Solute [image: ] – a substance that dissolves in liquid.
Reversible [image: ]– a chemical change where no new materials are created and the original material can be recovered.
Irreversible [image: ]– A change is called irreversible if it cannot be changed back again. In an irreversible change, new materials are always formed. 
Transparent [image: ] - if an object or material is transparent, it means light completely passes through it, and you can see clearly through it. 
Opaque [image: ] – the object blocks light so that light cannot travel through the object. 
Flexible [image: ] – how bendable something is. The more bendable it is the more flexible it is.
Rigid [image: ] - the ability of a solid to change its shape. That is, when an external force is applied to a solid material, the shape does not change.
Substance [image: ] – a chemical element and its compounds in the natural state or manufacturing process.
