· Christians believe that Jesus is God who came to earth in human form (Incarnation).

Parables - a short story used to illustrate a moral or spiritual lesson.
The Beatitudes- 8 blessings recounted by Jesus.
Being inspired – If someone or something inspires you, they give you new ideas and a strong feeling of enthusiasm.
Gospels- 4 famous teachings of Jesus Christ. Gospel means ‘Good News’
Incarnation- the Christian belief that God took human form by becoming Jesus. Incarnation literally means ‘to take on flesh’.
Miracle- an extraordinary and astonishing event that is attributed to the presence and action of an ultimate or divine power.
Holy week- The week before Easter, starting on Palm Sunday.
Easter- marks the Resurrection of Jesus, 3 days after his death by crucifixion.
