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WALT 2: Know the parts of a river
WALT 3: Being safe in the Water
WALT 4: Understand Erosion and Deposition
WALT 5: Know what rivers are used for
Key Vocabulary: 
· Meander – a curve in the river. 
· Erosion - the geological process in which earthen materials are worn away and transported by natural forces such as wind or water. 
· Deposition – when sediments are dropped off in a different position by the flow of the river. 
· Source – the beginning of the river.
· Mouth – where the river flows into a body of water. 
· Oxbow lake – a lake, or area of water, in a U –shape. 
· Flood plain – low flat land along a stream which is flooded when the stream overflows. 
· Tributary – when one streams meet another and they merge. 
· Delta – a piece of land in the shape of a triangle made by deposits of mud or sand at the mouth of a river. 
· Estuary – at the end of the river between land and the ocean. 
· Transportation – when rivers pick up and transport different materials down the river.
