Key Vocabulary
Still Life- a painting or drawing of an arrangement of objects typically including fruit and flowers and objects contrasting with these in texture, such as bowls and glassware
Composition- the artistic arrangement of the parts of a picture
Shadow - a dark area or shape produced by a body coming between rays of light and a surface
Tone – the particular quality of brightness, deepness, or hue of a shade of colour
Materials– the matter from which a thing is or can be made from.
Perspective – the representation of 3D objects on a 2D surface to give it the right impression of height, depth and width
Proportion – the dimensions of composition between height, width and depth
Craftsman – a worker skilled in a particular craft
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
