Vocabulary
Beatitudes - the blessings listed by Jesus in the Sermon on the Mount.
Conscience- a person's moral sense of right and wrong, viewed as acting as a guide to one's behaviour.
Golden Rule - a rule that is very important to a group of religions or people.
Temptation- The desire to do something, especially something wrong or unwise.
Ten Commandments - rules of conduct given by God to Moses that some Jewish and Christians follow.
