Picasso
One of Picasso’s most famous works of art is Guernica. 
Guernica is a town in Spain which was attacked by an aerial bombing from Nazi German Luftwaffe during the Spanish Civil War.

Key vocabulary: 
focal point - The area in a pictorial composition to which the eye returns most naturally.
vanishing point - In perspective, the point towards which a set of lines, which are in reality parallel to each other, seem to converge.
cool colour - A colour that suggests sensations of coolness, such as blue or green. 
warm colour - A colour which suggests sensations of warmness.

A painting like Vincent Van Gogh’s Sunflowers (1888) makes use of warm yellow and orange tones which radiate feelings of hope and joy.
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
