KEY VOCABULARY
Wax Resist – using wax (melted or cold) to create pictures as the dye/colour/paint with be resisted
Composition- the artistic arrangement of the parts of a picture
Batik - Batik is an Indonesian technique of wax-resist dyeing applied to the whole cloth
Tone – the particular quality of brightness, deepness, or hue of a shade of colour
Textiles – any filament, fibre, or yarn that can be made into fabric or cloth, and the resulting material itself.
Tie Dye – term used to describe a number of resist dyeing techniques and the resulting dyed products of these processes
Proportion – the dimensions of composition between height, width and depth
Negative Space –  the empty space around and between the subject of an image
Positive Space -term used to refer to the areas of interest and focus in a piece of artwork
