	Year 2 Summer Term 2 Learning

	English

	Writing – Non-Fiction
Reading
We will be using our reading fluency and comprehension skills in our phonics lessons and in our wider curriculum lessons.  This half term, our writing unit will centre around non-fiction writing on plants. We will conduct our own research into the structure of different plants and their individual properties. We will use this information to write our own plant information leaflet. 
Grammar
In our grammar lessons we will focus on verbs, adjectives and adverbial clauses, punctuating sentences correctly and how to spell words with prefixes and suffixes. We develop our understanding of adverbial clauses, how to use contractions successfully and integrate commas in a list into our own independent writing.

	Mathematics
	Time
This unit will focus on reading and writing time on analogue clocks, including drawing the hour and minute hands correctly. The children will learn to tell time to the nearest five minutes, including “o’clock,” “half past,” “quarter past,” and “quarter to.”
They will learn to understand the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day.
Statistics
During this unit, the children will learn essential statistics concepts, including how to collect, organise, and represent data using various methods like pictograms, tally charts, and block graphs.

	Science
	Making Connections: Plant Based Materials
In this unit, the children will consolidate their knowledge of materials and plant growth through enquiry. We will look specifically at recyclable materials and how we can positively contribute to reusing and recycling used materials. We will investigate how paper is made and use this knowledge to create our own plant pot from recycled materials.

	History
	What is a Monarch?
In this unit we will explore the role of a Monarch and how it has changed over time. We will use drama as a learning tool to demonstrate our understanding of the responsibilities of a Monarch linking these back to our own Monarch, King Charles. We will go on to look at the evolution of castles in the United Kingdom specifically their purpose and function.

	PE
	Athletics
In our athletics unit, the children will develop skills required for athletic activities such as running, jumping and singing. They will engage in performance activities and measure performance. They will compete to improve their own score and compete against others. They will learn how to identify strengths as well as areas for development.
Striking and Fielding
In striking and fielding, the children will develop their understanding of the principles of defending and attacking for striking and fielding games. They will use and develop such skills as throwing, catching, tracking a ball and striking a ball. They will learn how to score points in these types of games and how to play to the rules and simple tactics.

	Computing
	Presenting Ideas 
In this computing unit, we will learn to present our ideas clearly using various methods.  We will use chrome books to develop and present our ideas, focussing on the process of creating a story.

	Design Technology
	Making a Pouch
In this unit the children will develop basic sewing skills by learning how to create templates, cut fabric accurately and sew a running stitch.
Cooking and Nutrition
In this unit we will discover the importance of a balanced diet and create a tasty balanced wrap to a design brief.

	RE
	The Big Question – How do we show thanks?
This term the children will consolidate their learning of a variety of religions, including Christianity to explore how these different religions show thanks. We will shares our thoughts and opinions of how we can show thanks individually and in a group.

	Music
	Swing along with Shostakovich
In this unit, the children will feel patterns of beats in their bodies, swinging in time with a partner and marking the beat using simple body percussion patterns. They will explore how beats are grouped and will devise their own body percussion patterns to demonstrate this.

Charlie Chaplin
During this unit the children will begin to understand how film composing is an art form all of its own – different, and distinct from other forms of composition. Composers use moving images (and often story) to inspire, shape, and structure their ideas. In this unit, the children will use a film by Charlie Chaplin to help them understand different musical elements.

	Citizenship
In this unit, the children will learn that citizenship is about understanding how society works – and how they can play an active role within it. They will begin to develop the knowledge, skills and understanding they need in order to play a full part in a democratic society as a confident, informed, active and empowered citizen.
