In English we are studying:
· The text Rose Blanche and learning how to write informal letters.
·  The Harmonica a WW2 based story for 4 weeks and we will be learning how to write setting descriptions, writing using different tenses, rewriting stories and play scripts. 
· A text called War Diaries and learning how to write diary entries. 

In Maths we are learning:
· Place Value to 10 million including comparing and ordering numbers.
· How to round numbers and use negative numbers.
· How to use formal written methods to calculate the four operations - + x and ÷






Our Learning Theme is …
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In RE we are studying:
What do religions say to us when life gets hard? 
· To understand Christian, Hindu and non-religious views about life after death. 
· To explore some similarities and differences between beliefs about life after death. 
· To explore different opinions about the afterlife.

In Art we are learning to:
· Create a collage WW 2 poster using mixed media and techniques. 
· We will be exploring emotions in art to help create our collage.





In History we are learning about:
· World War II - why it started and order the events that took place. 
· The different countries involved and studying who were Allies and Axis. 
· The effects of WW2 – evacuations, rationing and the role of women. 
· The Blitz and Holocaust.

In Science we are learning about:
·  How light travels in straight lines.
· All surfaces reflect light 
· How refraction changes direction of light
· How prisms create a ray of different lights
· Light enables us to see colours. 







In RHE/ PSHE we are learning about: 
· Rights and responsibilities, why manners, courtesy and respect are important. 
· Democracy and voting as well as leaning that self-respect is important to our own happiness. 
· How to respect others and treat them how we expect to be treated




Children have been given a project to build their own Air Raid Shelter. Their timetable of work is as follows:
