Summer Term 1 Learning Letter 2026In Maths we are learning about…
Place value: We will be continuing to use place value with 4 digit numbers and we will also be learning Roman Numerals
Addition and Subtraction: We will continue to use formal calculations to add and subtract larger numbers.
Fractions: We will be adding and subtracting fractions
Position and Direction; Describe position on a 2D grid
Time: Read, write and converting time between analogue and digital
Tables and line graphs: We will interpret and present discrete and continuous data.
Memorise times tables. The children will be having a formal assessment of their times tables VERY SOON, and will need to know both the multiplication and division facts for all tables up to 12. Children need to use TTRockstars daily at home, and we will have an assessment in school each week.


In English we are learning to …
Write in different ways:  We will learn about reading and writing myths and legends. We will use the story Romulus and Remus’ for this.  We will also use @The Roman Soldier Handbook to find out and write reports on Roman soldiers and we will be writing instructions. We will also study the epic poem ‘Beowulf’
Read more fluently: this term we will continue comprehension lessons three times a week.  We will be learning to answer literal, deductive and inference questions.  Your child has a reading book and will also have access to MyOn – our online reading program.  We try to read with them at least once a week.
Understand Grammar: We will consolidate our knowledge of prepositions, and will start to look at using brackets to add extra detail to sentences.  We will look at the Present Perfect form of verbs (for things that have started and are still going on – she has lived in Liverpool for five years.

In RHE/ PSHE we are learning about … Health and Well Being.
In Year 4, the children will look at how their body has or will begin to change soon and the different emotions that may come along with this. As they look at changes while they grow, they will also look at the importance of good quality sleep for good health and re-visit dental health and why they should continue with regular brushing, flossing and visits to the dentist especially as they lose their teeth and get their final set that will have to last all their adult life.  
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READING
Please share your child’s reading book with them, as 10-15 minutes of reading every day at home can make a lot of difference to your child's reading ability. 
Your child MUST bring their book bag into school every day so an adult can read with them on their reading day, and any extra days if there is an opportunity.
Each child will have a reading book, and an extra book from the class library.
Every child will have an online Myon account where they can read books and answer questions.  This is in addition to their daily reading book task.
MATHS
Every child has a TTRockstars and Sumdog account.  They can use these to practise their times tables facts online.  10 minutes every day will mean that they are ready for their times tables test next term.
