You can practise dough disco together at home. All you 

need is some playdough and follow some of the great 

“Dough Disco” videos on YouTube 

https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=o9D5lfqZF3o 

Share a variety of books and stories together. Talk about 

the pictures and ask your child what they think is 

happening and share your ideas too!  

Practise counting together. You can count the stairs, toys 

or even cars on your way to school. Talk about what day 

of the week it is and the weather.  

Playing with your child is a great way to develop their 

language and communication skills and build their social 

skills as they learn how to share and take turns and listen 

to other people’s ideas. Join in when they’re playing with 

their favourite toys or play a turn taking game together 

like Snakes and Ladders.
