Title of Story: The problem with plastic 

Emotional / Thoughtful 

Main Characters:
· Two children who try to convince people to take pollution seriously 
· Fisherman 
· News reporter (same person as fisherman if needed)

Setting: Wales - coastal town 

Challenge: Convincing people to be against pollution after seeing a beached dolphin surrounded by plastic

How do the characters try to solve it: Children talk to the news reporter to convince the community that our oceans are in danger.

Ending: The beaches in Wales are flooded with people picking litter. 

Best line of dialogue for actors: “Our future depends on you.”


General story structure: 
Children walk along the beach 
They see a beached dolphin surrounded by plastic 
They talk to a fisherman
News crew interview them
They speak to him and plead the community for help
Community comes together to litter pick















The two children are walking along the beach together. The sounds of sea gulls squawking and waves crashing on the sand filled the air. The sea is glistening in the sunlight and the sand is covered in unique sea shells. The strong smell of saltwater takes a ride on the breeze. 
Child 1: “We are so lucky to live near such a beautiful beach.”
Child 2: “I agree.” 
Child 1 picks up a shell. 
Child 2: “Wow, that is an unusual shell.” 
Child 1: “Do you know, I don’t think that’s a shell at all.”
Child 2: “It looks like an old bottle top.”
Child 1 looks up and says: “What’s that in the distance?” 
Child 2: “Should we go over?” 
Child 1 and 2 look at each other, smile and start running. They both stop suddenly.
Child 1 gasps: “We must get help.” 
Child 2: “Is that a dolphin?” 
Fisherman: “This is quite common around here. You kids just haven’t seen it before. Just take a look at all of the plastic littering this beach.’ 
Child 1: “The beach doesn’t look as beautiful as before.”
Fisherman: “Just last week I found a basking shark wrapped up in a net.” 
Child 1 and 2 gasp and appear upset. 
Child 1: “This is unacceptable. We need to change something fast.”
Fisherman: “We could but it won’t be easy.” 
The Fisherman walks away. 
A news reporter appears holding a microphone to the children’s mouths. 
News reporter: “WOW WHAT’S THIS YOU’VE FOUND? ARE YOU INVOLVED? DID YOU KILL THIS DOLPHIN? WHY HAVE YOU LITTERED THIS BEACH?” 
Child 2 appears disgusted. Child 2: “No. We love this beach and want to save it. We will stop at nothing to protect it.” 
Child 1 looks directly at the news reporter. Child 1 pleading: “Our future depends on this community. We can’t survive without our oceans.” 
News reporter: “YAWN! I’VE HEARD ALL OF THIS BEFORE. I WANT SOME DRAMA!” 
Freeze Frame
Child 2 says to the audience: “There are five main garbage patches in the world’s oceans, the biggest is three times the size of France, and contains over 100,000 tonnes of plastic. Is that dramatic enough for you?”
Unfreeze
The news reporter takes a look around the beach and picks up a plastic bag. News reporter “Actually, this is a lot of litter.” 
The children returned to the beach the next morning armed with bin bags and litter pickers. As they walked over the sand dunes, they were greeted by a reassuring sight.
Child 1: “Wow, look at all of those people.”
Child 2: “The news report really helped us out. Hopefully our beautiful beach will be back to its old self soon enough.”
