Literacy

This half term, we’ll be learning to write 
simple sentences, using capital letters and 

full stops. We’ll also be learning about using  
capital letters for names of people and the 

personal pronoun ‘I’. 

Maths

In maths, we will be focusing on place 
value, looking at comparing and ordering 
numbers, We will also look at using the 
comparison symbols for greater and less 

than. 

Geography – Our Local Area

In geography, we will be learning all about 
Kingsley! We will find out what villages are 

in our local area, and what kind of homes 
we will find in Kingsley. We will also learn 

about the differences between villages, 
towns and cities.

What does it mean to belong?

• Evaluate what it means to Christians to 
belong to a church.

• Explain how people are Baptised and what 
this means for Christians.

• Explain how Christians might use symbols in 
a church building and begin to suggest 
reasons why.

An old - school Hip Hop style for children to learn 
about the differences between pulse, rhythm and 
pitch and to learn how to rap and enjoy it in its 

original form.

Science – Plants

• Identify and name a variety of common wild 
and garden plants. 

• Understand the features of deciduous and 
evergreen trees.

• Identify and describe the basic structure of a 
plant, including trees (roots, stem, leaves, 
petals, anther).

• Label the basic parts of seeds and bulbs. 
• Learn about seasonal changes, and how the 

weather alters with the seasons.
