Not all children complete physical activities each day. These children will be a focus group.

Not all children participated in a sporting event, this will be looked at next year to ensure a wider range of children are given the opportunities.


A higher percentage of pupils, both in KS1 and KS2, are participating in regular physical activity during break and lunch time. 

All pupils showed improvement when running one mile, with less children needing to walk.

All pupils experienced golf, a sport which is not on the National Curriculum. Some pupils then participated in golf activities outside of school. 

Pupils worked together during outdoor activities. Pupils showed resilience during outdoor activities. 
Pupils participated in activities on the water. 
St. Joseph’s participated in numerous competitions through the years with varying success. 
5th Place – Mixed football 
1st Place – Girls football 
3rd Place – Girls football finals 
3rd Place – KS1 multi-sports

All pupils participate in regular physical activities each day by ensuring movement is planned during break and lunch times. 

Y6 have led games on the playground during break and lunch.

The weekly mile was introduced for all pupils. 

All pupils had an experience of a less popular school sport.

All pupils, particularly pupils severely impacted by school closures due to the pandemic, have had an experience of a variety of different sports.  Participation in new outdoor activities, rather than traditional sports, including water involvement. 

Pupils had the opportunity to enjoy competitive sports, with the addition of Lancashire Finals.

Implementation

· Year 5 children to receive play leader training to ensure that they can arrange and lead physical activities for all pupils each lunchtime.
· Year 5 children have also completed Wellbeing Champions training from Compass Bloom.
· A range of equipment to be available for all children, so they can play a range of activities during their physical time. The stock has been replenished.
· Coach Scott leads games and provides play leader training on Thursday lunchtimes.
· Risk assessment for the loose parts play equipment developed in conjunction with the children and displayed in the new area. Staff at lunchtimes shown how to support the children to play in this area. A rota created to ensure all children can access this area safely. 
· Handball, Dance, Inclusion, Tennis, Tri-Golf Festivals for the whole school led by CSSP. 
· Competitive sports events are open to all pupils to attend, including groups such as: boys, girls, SEN and PP. 
· Groups of children who did not attend a sporting event last year are targeted to encourage them to take part in a competition. 
· The itinerary for the Y6 residential to the Anderton Centre is checked by the Y6 teacher and activities are negotiated to ensure breadth in our curriculum offer (e.g. less Forest School type activities and more water-based activities such as sailing and kayaking are included). 

· Each half term, every child in school will be given the opportunity to take part in a new sporting activity led by a specialist sport coach. They will be taught skills and games that they can then play in their own time. 
· The curriculum to be updated to ensure a wider range of sports skills are taught across the year and the school, so children can develop new skills to apply independently in their own active time.
· All teaching staff to share the responsibility of sports co-ordinator in the absence of Holly Shaw (Maternity leave). Teachers will facilitate the intra-school competitions. 
· All staff to use the PE Passport App to support their planning and assessment, giving them confidence and the correct knowledge.
· Weekly session at All Seasons Leisure Centre (Chorley Swimming Baths) with 2 x teaching assistants travelling by coach. 
Continue to ensure all pupils participate in regular physical activities each day by ensuring movement is planned during break and lunch times. 
Removal of the broken adventure playground equipment, resurfacing of the playground area and purchasing of loose parts play equipment to promote teamwork skills and active play at lunchtimes.

Registers of children taking part in competitions this year, along with percentages of boys, girls, SEN and PP, but this needs to be carried forward as a target for next year. There were fewer opportunities for Y1-4 children to participate in sports outside of school this year.

Assessment of children has been more accurate with evidence collected to support. Teachers have improved in teaching mixed aged teaching, adapting activities to meet the needs of all learners.

The PE Passport app has been used to deliver PE across the school. Assessment and evidence has been collected on the PE Passport app. 
A higher percentage of children have been active each day during school time, showing a love and enjoyment for being active. The loose parts play equipment has been used by all children and continues to be a popular choice at free times. Children developing their teamwork and collaboration skills with fewer instances of falling out.

They have also set up their own versions of the games during playtimes with their peers.

After the children have been taught new skills or new games, they have independently set these up on the playground and encouraged a large group to take part. These games have been mixed across year groups and genders.  

Staff have been able to deliver a range of lessons including new skills that have ensured progression across all year groups. Staff have assessed each half term topics accurately and have collected evidence to support this.
