English 
In English, Year 3 will be writing a play script and a 

non-chronological report this half-term. We will be 

using our historical knowledge of the Romans to 

support the content of our writing. 

 

Maths 
Year 3 will be learning about the topics below: 

• Addition and Subtraction. 

• Multiplication and Division 

• 2D Shape 

• Decimal Place Value 

So far, we have learnt our x10, x5, x2, x4, x8 and x3 

multiplication facts. This half-term, Year 3 will be 

learning their x6 times tables. 

Science 
We will be learning about contact forces, magnetic 

forces and how magnets work. 

 

 

Guided Reading/Spelling 
The children will have Guided Reading for 30 

minutes every day. We will spend time reading a 

range of different books and texts, exploring 

vocabulary, making inferences and using evidence 

to support our thinking. The children will also have 

a 30-minute spelling session three times a week. 

History 
We will continue to learn about the Romans and 

their impact on Britain. 

  

Computing 
In our computing unit this half-term, we will be 

learning about desktop publishing and the children 

will be making their own template for a magazine 

front cover. 

 

DT 
We will be using sketching pencils to create 

drawings of Roman sculptures. 

 

PE 
PE will take place on Mondays where Mr Ridge will 

be focusing on athletics and cricket. 

 

French 
This half-term, we will learn how to talk about 

different foods in French. 
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RE 
We will be learning about Christianity in RE, where 

we will be asking: what do Christians mean by the 

‘Holy Spirit’? 

PSHE  

Year 3 will be learning about the importance of 

engaging in the world through goal setting. The 

children will also have role play opportunities to 

equip them with the tools they need to solve issues 

they may face in and out of school. 

Music 
Music will be taught by Mr Baines in line with our 

whole-school curriculum. This half-term, children 

will continue developing their skills in singing, 

listening and performing through a range of class-

based activities. 

 

Reminders 
• Star Assembly – If children have certificates, medals or other achievements that they would like to celebrate in star assembly, please 

bring these in on a Friday.  

• Names and Coats – Please write/stick your child’s name on all their belongings, including water bottles and coats.
