✓ Discuss the importance of taking responsibility for our actions. 
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✓ Read common exception words, noting unusual correspondences between 
spelling and sound and where these occur in the word.

✓ Read words containing taught GPCs, –er and –est endings.
✓ Read other words of more than one syllable that contain taught GPCs.
✓ Read books aloud, accurately, that are consistent with developing phonic 

knowledge.
✓ Re-read books to build up their fluency and confidence in word reading.
✓ Become familiar with key stories, fairy stories and traditional tales, retelling 

them and considering their particular characteristics.
✓ Recognise and join in with predictable phrases.
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✓ Write from memory simple sentences dictated to them that include words 
using the GPCs and common exception words taught so far.

✓ Use –ing, –ed, –er and –est where no change is needed in the spelling of root 
words.

✓ Join words and joining clauses using ‘and’ and ‘because’.  
✓ Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense.
✓ Use plural suffix –es/s. 
✓ Consistently form capital letters and lower case letters accurately.
✓ Use full stops, question marks and exclamation marks.
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✓ Read accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing GPCs that 
have been taught.

✓ Use letter names with increased accuracy.
✓ Continue to apply phonic knowledge and spelling rules covered, to written 

work.
✓ Spell days of the week accurately.  
✓ Use the prefix ‘un’ and understand how it changes the meaning of verbs and 

adjectives. 
✓ Spell common exception words.
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✓ Read their writing clearly enough for others to hear.
✓ Gain, maintain and monitor the interest of the listener.
✓ Articulate and justify answers, arguments and opinions.

Apprentice House. They even built their family home next door to the mill and 

developed the surrounding landscape into beautiful gardens.
