The Aspire Pathway is designed for pupils who are ready to build confidence in their learning, develop greater independence and prepare for successful next steps into further education, training or employment. The pathway combines academic learning with practical, vocational and personal development opportunities, helping pupils to remain engaged while developing the knowledge, skills and resilience needed for adulthood.
Learning is delivered within a structured and supportive environment where strong relationships, small-group teaching and personalised support enable pupils to achieve positive outcomes. Alongside core academic subjects, pupils are able to access a range of enrichment and vocational opportunities tailored to their strengths, interests and future aspirations. The curriculum is designed to promote engagement, raise aspirations and support pupils to develop confidence both within school and beyond.

(Where appropriate and based on individual need, some pupils may also access additional vocational experiences and alternative provision opportunities to further support engagement, confidence and preparation for adulthood – for example Hair and Beauty.)

	Community and Enrichment





Alongside the formal curriculum, pupils take part in a range of additional experiences which support their personal development, communication skills, independence and social interaction.
Weekly assemblies provide opportunities for pupils to come together as a school community, celebrate achievements, explore whole-school themes and reflect on important values and events.
Shared dining experiences form an important part of the school day, helping pupils to develop social communication, independence, routines and positive relationships within a supportive environment. Pupils are also given opportunities to prepare meals and snacks, developing practical life skills, confidence and independence.
Recreational times, including indoor games and outdoor play activities, provide structured opportunities for pupils to build friendships, develop teamwork and communication skills, engage in physical activity and practise emotional regulation within less formal social situations.

	Bespoke Support and Interventions


We recognise that every pupil’s strengths, needs and barriers to learning are different. As a result, pupils may access bespoke timetables, targeted interventions and additional therapeutic support tailored to their individual needs and EHCP outcomes where appropriate.
Interventions and support are carefully planned in response to ongoing assessment, Thrive profiling, pastoral information and professional recommendations. Provision may be delivered on an individual or small-group basis and is regularly reviewed to ensure it remains appropriate and effective.
Examples of additional support and interventions may include:
· Counselling 
· Speech and Language Therapy (SALT) 
· Educational Psychology involvement 
· Thrive sessions 
· Group Thrive profiling for all pupils 
· Individual Thrive profiling based on identified need 
· Talkabout interventions 
· Social communication support 
· Emotional regulation support 
· Targeted academic interventions 
This provision is responsive and flexible and may change over time in line with pupils’ individual needs, progress and professional guidance. Additional interventions or specialist support may also be introduced where appropriate.
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
