History: The children will be learning
about The Gunpowder Plot. The
children will increase their awareness of
the past by finding out about Guy
Fawkes and other significant individuals
involved in the plot. The children will
deepen their understanding of the
events of the Gunpowder Plot through
several speaking and listening activities.

RE: We will be focusing on the religion
Hinduism. Our key question will be:
