Personal, Social and Emotional

Development

The children will learn about how to
describe their own feelings and will discuss
how others might be feeling. We will also
begin to think about our transition to
Reception and talk about any feelings as
we look forward to meeting our new
teacher.

Understanding of the World

The children will begin to talk about some
of the things they have observed about
different animals and begin to categorise
them according to where they live. They will
develop an understanding of showing care
and concern for living things in the
environment and will learn about Buddhism
and Jainism this half term.

Physical Development

We will practice jumping and skipping,
throwing and catching, moving like different
animals and minibeasts. We will begin to
explore some gross motor skills in
preparation for sports day.

Expressive Arts and Design

The children will continue to develop their
imagination by inventing and creating their
own animals. They will use different
materials and techniques to make masks.
The children will be also given more
opportunities to explore instruments.
