As Geographers we will answer the key question
 ‘What is it like here?’
We will cover the following objectives:
· locate three features on an aerial photograph of the school and know the name of the country and village, town or city in which we live. 
· Make a map of the classroom with four key features, using objects to represent the distance and direction of features in the classroom. 
· Recognise four features in the school grounds using a map. 
· Explain how they feel about three areas of the playground and find out how others feel by looking at the results of a survey. 
· Draw a design to improve three areas of the playground using the results from the survey. 
How can maps help us?
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Identify and name a variety of everyday materials.

Distinguish between an object and the material it is made from.

Describe the properties of everyday .

Identify objects that are natural and those that are manmade.

Predict and identify if an object will float or sink.

Explore which materials are best for different objects.
Food and nutrition – Smoothies.
Preparing foods by cutting and juicing and selecting fruits and vegetables to create a smoothie to meet a design brief.
We will also be observing the changes that happen to our site during the transition from Autumn to Winter.  We will be preparing for our nativity and working closely alongside Maple class to learn our lines and songs. We will also be completing different Play Projects to inspire us during Explore and Learn time. In PSHE we will be exploring differences and looking at overcoming challenge. We will be aiming to earn our new sewing licenses. Also, we will continue to develop our growing area over winter to provide our healthy snacks. We will be visiting Bristol Aerospace Museum to learn more about Amy Johnson and be introduced to the moon landing.
PE
In P.E. children will be developing their understanding of fundamental movement skills through handball. Children will also be at Forest school on a Wednesday .
SCIENCE
Y2 children will begin reading fluency sessions exploring the text A twist of tales’ by Julia Donaldson. Over Term 2 Year 1 children will continue to explore a range of picture books, focusing on developing vocabulary and understanding.
Children will continue with the twinkl phonics programme. Y1 will continue to learn their Level 5 sounds whilst recapping level 3 and 4.  Year 2s will continue learning level 6 sounds and spelling rules. 





MATHEMATICS 
Learners will use technology to create art using paint tools. They will learn how to use a mouse to draw, use tools to change the thickness, shape and colour of their design.

MUSIC 
We will continue to learn the violin and practise our nativity songs.   
Year 2 will start by looking at subtraction before revisiting shape and ending the term with multiplication and division.
Year 1 will begin the term by looking at bonds within and to 10. They will then begin to identify 3D shapes.
We will also practise our skip counting and fluency each lesson.
We are focusing on the text ‘The Dragon Machine by Helen Ward. We will be learning a shortened version of the text through our Talk 4 Writing approach. We are going to be continuing to use our ‘great writers always’ toolkit, as well as focusing on structure, tense, technical vocabulary and conjuctions to create our own explanation texts. We will also be writing a recount of our trip to Bristol Aerospace.
