Dear Parents and Carers,

We cannot believe that we have come to the last term of this academic year and our final term together as
a class. We are so proud of each and every one of them for the progress they have made individually and
for the barriers they have overcome.

Our new big question for this term is, ‘l wonder where animals live?’ Through this, we will be learning
about the habitat different animals live or have lived in and how they differ.

PE

PE this term will be on a Friday, so please ensure children come to school in their PE kits on this day. Until
the end of the year children will continue to take part in Balanceability sessions in small groups. Children
will also be participating in dancing games and Sports Day practise activities.
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Reading and Writing

This term we will be continuing to focus on Level 4 phonics where the children read and write words
containing consonant blends and two or more syllables. Please support your child by practising their
sounds, reading with them daily and helping them to read the tricky words sent home. We will continue to
hear your child read each week in school and change their book once a week, providing there is a note in
their reading record to say they have read at home. In addition we are encouraging children to write
independent captions and sentences for different purposes, using their phonic knowledge to write
unfamiliar words, remembering to start with a capital letter, putting a finger space between each word and
ending with a full stop.

Maths

This term, we will be consolidating our learning and applying our skills and knowledge to solve problems.
This will include sharing objects into equal groups, doubling, counting in 2’s and 10’s, following and giving
directions and creating number stories involving addition and subtraction. Being able to apply maths skills
is vital to embed and deepen the children’s knowledge and understanding and is crucial for them to be
ready for year 1 maths.

A few housekeeping things and reminders:

e Please ensure all clothing is named

e Please ensure your child brings their reading books, reading record, sound card ring and tricky word
ring to school everyday

e The children need to bring fresh water (not juice or squash) to school each day in a named water
bottle

e Please ensure your child is dressed appropriately for the weather each day

e Please ensure that your child comes to school already wearing sun cream and brings a hat as we are
outside for large parts of the day

e If someone else is collecting your child at the end of the school day, please ensure you email the
office (admin@ampneycrucis.gloucs.sch.uk) even if you have spoken to someone on the door at
drop off.
