Please be aware that due to teaching commitments,
staff will be unable to directly meet with parents at the
start of the school day but staff at the front door can
pass on messages or alternatively arrange for the
teacher to call you at their earliest convenience.

Summer Works
Once more we have invested in our school to further
improve the environment for the children. In addition
to the usual refreshing and replenishing of the
classrooms, significant works have been completed in
Reception Class and Nursery which both have new
flooring.

In addition, Hawk Class has also had new carpet and
been extended to make it a more spacious and
welcoming classroom.
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Outside we have been working to complete the
‘Newtown Fort’” which has seen the Mud Mound
transformed; now containing wooden platforms,
tunnels and slides! Unfortunately, we need to wait for
the grass to take seed before we can let the children
adventure on it with the expected opening to be after
October half term.
