Opening Times 
 
The Breakfast Club will open term time only every morning, Monday to Friday 8:00 – 8:45 a.m. (Breakfast is served from 8 – 8:30 a.m.). 
 
A register is taken when the children arrive. 
 
Breakfast options vary each day and the choices available range from cereal, toast, yoghurt, waffles, pancakes, cereal bars.  Fruit and juice will be provided, as well as activities for the children.

In the winter and spring terms when the weather is cold or wet, children can play board games, draw, read and chat to one another. There are plenty of resources to choose from.

· If you wish your child to attend Breakfast Club, just arrive at the main entrance to the Pacific building (y3-6) or the Atlantic Hall door (R-Y2). A member of staff will open the door and let your child/ren in. 
 
· If your child is walking to school independently, please be advised that they only become the responsibility of school once they have been admitted into the breakfast club.  Please indicate on the form attached whether you give permission for them to come to breakfast club unaccompanied by an adult.
