The Governors of St Paul’s Catholic Primary School have put this leaflet together to help you to understand who we are and what our role is.  

Nowadays, Governing Bodies are expected to take a very active and participatory role in supporting the school. Governors are aware that if they only participate minimally, the effect is to pass a significant workload on to other Governors and reduce the effectiveness of the Governing Body as a whole. 

WHAT IS A SCHOOL GOVERNOR?

A School Governor is a member of the school’s Governing Body, whose role is to support, monitor and evaluate the work of the school, by:
· Providing strategic direction

· Ensuring accountability

· Asking questions

Our School’s Governing Body is made up of 12 Governors:

· 7 Foundation Governors**(of which a minimum of 3 must be parents)

· 2 Staff Governors (including the Headteacher)
· 1 Local Authority Governor
· 2 Parent Governors
**A Foundation Governor is responsible for safeguarding the Catholic nature of the school and the education it provides. 
WHAT DOES IT TAKE TO BE A SCHOOL GOVERNOR?

A School Governor is required to:
· Be a team player

· Support and challenge

· Maintain confidentiality and discretion

· Act as an ambassador for the school

· Make a positive contribution to the school

HOW MUCH COMMITMENT DOES IT REQUIRE?

The main commitment a School Governor makes is his/her time, in order to:

· Attend regular meetings
· Attend appropriate governor training courses
· Be an active member of a Governing Body committee

· Attend school events

· Get to know the school through pre-arranged visits

WHAT POWERS DO GOVERNORS HAVE?

It is the Governing Body which has the legal duties and powers, and all Governors share in that corporate responsibility.
Individual Governors 
· have no powers or authority

· are neither representatives nor delegates

· have no personal liability
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
