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Year 4 Curriculum Overview
Autumn 1 term 2025

	Class Information
Spellings- spellings will be taught on Wednesday and then revisited throughout the week. . The children will receive a look, cover, say sheet so they can practice them at home. These will be tested at the end of a unit of work through dictation. The children also have their own login details to spelling shed, where they can practice spellings through games. 

Homework-children will receive a piece of maths and English homework to consolidate the children’s knowledge; it will be set on Friday to be handed in on Wednesday.

Reading- regular reading at home is essential to build up your child’s vocabulary and pace. Please try to read for at least five minutes each evening and sign your child’s reading log.

Times tables- the rapid recall of multiplication facts is vital for accessing the mathematic curriculum. Regular practise at home is invaluable to prepare your child for lessons in school. The children all have their own login details to times table’s rock stars. 

P.E- our P.E days are Wednesday (swimming) and Friday, please make sure your child has the appropriate shorts, t-shirt and foot wear.


	English
	Narrative:  We will be focusing on the picture book the Iron Man. The children will produce a mystery narrative based on the story
Biography The children will also explore the book Match box diary. Writing a mini biography for the grandfather in the book.  

	Maths
	The children will be developing their knowledge of the place value system. The children will read and write numbers to ten thousand. They will experiment with formally and informally partitioning, comparing and ordering the numbers. Children will then focus on developing their knowledge of addition and subtraction looking at more complex 4 digit number problems.

	Religion


	The children will revisit the first story of Creation from the book of Genesis. Pupils will focus on the points from the Trinity which will form a deeper exploration of the Holy Trinity. Reading extracts from the psalm will also engage pupils with poetic writing, expressing awe and wonder about the created world. 

	Science
	This unit ‘States of matter’ takes children through lessons where they learn how to: compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases; observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C); and finally, identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.

	History
	

	Art
	Primary colours and geometric shapes are the focus of this term. The children will learn or review primary and secondary colours, and geometric and organic shapes. They will learn about the artwork and style of Piet Mondrian.

	Computing
	The children will investigate online safety and explore how to make and keep password safe and protected. They will also be using how to use search engines in an efficient and safe manner.

	Music

	The children will have their music lessons delivered by the Singing School Programme from the Salford Diocese.

	PSHE

	We will be thinking about how the looking after the people around us and how to take care of our mental health.

	PE
	The children will be learning the fundamentals in order to improve their speed, balance, stamina and co-ordination. They will also develop these abilities through invasion games.
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
