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Year 3 Curriculum Overview
Spring 1 term 2025

	Class Information
Spellings- spellings will be taught in an English lesson and then revisited throughout the week. The children will receive a look, cover, say sheet so they can practice them at home. These will be tested at the end of a unit of work through dictation. The children also have their own login details to spelling shed, where they can practice spellings through games. 

Homework-children will receive a piece of maths and English homework to consolidate the children’s knowledge; it will be set on Friday to be handed in on Wednesday.

Reading- regular reading at home is essential to build up your child’s vocabulary and pace. Please try to read for at least five minutes each evening and sign your child’s reading log.

Times tables- the rapid recall of multiplication facts is vital for accessing the mathematic curriculum. Regular practise at home is invaluable to prepare your child for lessons in school. The children all have their own login details to times table’s rock stars. 

P.E- our P.E days are Thursday and Friday, please make sure your child has the appropriate shorts, t-shirt and foot wear.


	English
	Non-fiction:  We will be focusing on the picture book The Search for the Giant Artic Jellyfish. The children will produce a non-chronological report about a different arctic animal.
Narrative: The children will also explore the book: Nen and the Lonely Fisherman. The children will produce their own fantasy story focusing on description. 

	Maths
	The children will continue to develop their knowledge on Multiplication and Division. We will begin the topic of fractions and explore how to add and subtract them. We will also investigate how to work out the length and perimeter of objects and figure out how to measure the mass of something using the correct measurement.

	Religion


	The children will revisit the story of the Magi and the representation their gifts they bought to Jesus. In this branch, pupils will encounter the Gospel of St Matthew. We will explore the miracles that Jesus performs and the way he invites people to pray. 

	Science
	This unit ‘Animals including humans’ takes children through six lessons where they learn how to: identify that animals, including humans, need the right types and amount of nutrition, and that they cannot make their own food; they get nutrition from what they eat. They also learn how to identify that humans and some other animals have skeletons and muscles for support, protection and movement.

	History
	Using primary and secondary sources, we will investigate the Ancient Egyptians.  We will use artefacts to hypothesis and predict what society and daily life would be like. We will investigate the chronology of the era and identify which events influenced developments in society. We will analyse how society today has been influenced by the Ancient Egyptians.

	Art
	The children will be investigating the techniques of Abstract Art, focusing on the artist Wassily Kandinsky. They will look at the subject matter chosen and the colours they used so they can create their own composition. 

	Computing
	The children will investigate the use of touch typing and the benefits it has on efficiency. They will also look at the safety of using emails and looking at the range of different databases.  

	Music

	The children will have their music lessons delivered by the Singing School Programme from the Salford Diocese.

	PSHE

	We will be thinking about how the looking after the people around us and how to take care of our mental health.

	The children will be learning the fundamentals of dance and how to use their invasions skills and apply it in Hockey. 
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
