 Reading books: 
Reading is vital to children’s progress in school. Children should have their reading folder in school EVERYDAY so that children can read in school and so that their book can be changed. Children should have 2 reading books, and these should be changed every 3-5 days depending on their phonics group. Children need to read at home every night. If children have read their reading book to an adult, please write a comment in the comments section at the back of your child’s reading record. 
Library books:
All children should have two library books. We visit the library every Tuesday afternoon, children should bring their library books in on a Tuesday so that they can return their books and take new books home. Children cannot swap their reading books until the previous books have been returned. 
P.E.
 P.E. lessons will either take place in the school hall or outside on the playground. The children will need a P.E. kit:
 Indoor – black shorts, plain white t-shirt, socks and black pumps
 Outdoor – black shorts/jogging bottoms/leggings, plain white t-shirt, jumper/tracksuit top, socks and trainers
Our PE day is Monday but this may change during some weeks due to other activities happening around school so please can PE kits be in school at all times. Anybody with long hair will need to make sure it is tied up on those days. Anyone with earrings either needs to take them out at home, take them out in school and put them in their tray or provide their own plasters.
Water bottles 
Children can bring to school a drink of plain water for throughout the day. It needs to be in a plastic bottle with their name on it. Please ensure the bottle has a sports cap to avoid spillages. 
Seesaw 
You should have now received two invites for seesaw one for your child to log on to and a family invite. If you have any problems with these please let me know. We will use seesaw to show you all of the exciting things we have been getting up to in class. If you have done anything at home that you would like to share with us feel free to upload these so your child can share what they have been doing at home.
