Dear Parent/ Carers,

Welcome back!  The children have settled back into school life really well and I have really enjoyed getting to know them over the past couple of weeks.  This is just a quick letter to give you some important information about the Autumn term.

Reading books
The children have all now been issued with a reading book which should have been brought home. In Year 5, all children will be heard read as part of our guided reading sessions. In KS2, we would like to recommend that children are given the opportunity to read at home for at least 20 minutes each evening. Once a school reading book has been finished, please sign and return their reading record so they can have a new book issued to them at the next available opportunity. As a school, we consistently emphasise the importance of reading as it supports all areas of our learning. We really do value your support with encouraging your child to read with an adult at home.

Homework
In addition to completing a reading book, the children will receive Maths and English homework each week.  This will be sent home on Friday and must be returned to school the following Thursday for marking.  Additionally, throughout the year, we may also set more topic based creative homework based on our learning. This will be something the children should hopefully enjoy and an opportunity for them to further research and share something we are covering in class. If you know that it is a struggle getting your child to complete homework at home, please let me know and I will support you in any way I can.

P.E.
The children will need a P.E. kit which is to be kept in school.
indoor – black shorts and white t-shirt
outdoor – shorts/jogging bottoms or all black tracksuit, white t-shirt, socks and trainers
Although our P.E. days are Thursday and Friday, this may occasionally change due to other activities happening around school so it would be helpful for children to bring their kits into school and leave them here until the end of each half term. They will then be sent home for washing.
Those with long hair will need to make sure they keep a bobble in school to tie up their hair.  Anyone with earrings either needs to take them out in school and put them in their tray or provide their own plasters. If this is something that your child struggles with, it may be a good idea not to wear earrings on these days to make it easier for them. Please ensure that all uniform including PE kit is labelled with your child’s name.  



Water bottles
Children should bring a drink of plain water to school for the day in a plastic bottle with their name on it.  Please ensure the bottle has a sports cap to avoid spillages.
