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Science
In Science, we will be focusing on the topic ‘Forces and Magnets’. In this topic, the children will compare how things move on different surfaces, observe how magnets attract or repel each other, compare and group a variety of everyday materials on the basis of whether they are attracted to a magnet, and identify some magnetic materials.  
As part of our humanities learning, our topic this term is Coal Mining

Geography
Working as geographers, the children will name and locate counties and cities of the United Kingdom, look at geographical regions and their identifying human and physical characteristics, identify key topographical features (including hills, mountains, coasts and rivers), and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects have changed over time.


History
Working as historians, the children will conduct a local history study – a study over time tracing how several aspects of national history are reflected in the locality of school. When investigating and interpreting the past, the children will use evidence to ask questions and find answers to questions about the past, suggest suitable sources of evidence for historical enquiries and use more than one source of evidence for historical enquiry in order to gain a more accurate understanding of history.




Reading
In reading, we will be using various age appropriate texts as a stimulus for our lessons. The children will work on their skills of fluency.
Each week, the children will decode unfamiliar vocabulary using a range of strategies. 
They will also continue to build on their skills of retrieval, inference, summarizing and predicting. 

One of the texts that we are using this term is The Nothing to See Here Hotel by
 

Maths
In Mathematics this term, we will be focusing on:
Area and perimeter
Addition, subtraction, multiplication and division
Measures
Fractions

In each area, children will develop fluency and reasoning skills.. 
They will develop their understanding through the use of concrete apparatus (Dienes, counters, numicom, cubes, etc.), pictorial images (arrays, number lines, place value charts, etc.), and abstract methods (written methods).
In addition to our maths lessons, we will continue to work on developing our arithmetic skills. We do regular arithmetic sessions with the children, where they practise applying strategies and skills that they have learnt previously. We also do a number of the day, where children apply their knowledge of place value, and the four operations.
 
In addition to this, we are regularly practising the children’s recall of the 2, 3, 4, 5 and 10 times tables. The children must be confident in their knowledge of these times tables facts.
