Dear Parents and Carers

Y4 Newby Wiske
We can’t wait to get going! Just a reminder to ensure we have all medicines and that the children remember to bring a sleeping bag and pillow (we have one spare just in case!). The weather is looking a bit changeable over the three days so we are packing for rain and shine! In line with the school’s safer recruitment practices, I would like to reassure parents that all adults accompanying the children have undertaken enhanced DBS checks. School Uniform Reminders
We love it that our children show their Scawsby Spirit by wearing ‘team colours’ – and don’t they look smart! A school uniform is so much more than just items of clothing – it signals belonging and being on the team. Could you help with a small detail please? We have noticed an increase in jogging bottoms, leggings and trainers on non-PE days. Could we ask that children wear general school dress on non-PE days and PE uniform on PE days. I’ve attached the school uniform policy for your information. Similarly, if you could help by ensuring jewellery items do not find their way to school, that would be very helpful. 

Mobile phones
Please only send your child to school with a mobile phone if it is absolutely necessary for their safety because they are walking considerable distances independently. 

Children are asked to switch off mobile phones when they enter the school grounds on a morning and are not permitted to switch them back on until they leave the school grounds (are outside of the school’s perimeter fence) at the end of the school day. Mobile phones are signed in at the school office and signed out from the sports hall. Children are not permitted to use/switch on their mobile phone whilst on school premises unless authorised by a member of school staff to do so. If your child brings a mobile phone to school because they are walking considerable distances independently (Y5 & Y6), please speak with them about this rule and their responsibility to follow the expectation. Is also follows that Scawsby Junior Academy children are not permitted to use mobile phones on the infant site too. While most children follow this expectation, we are meeting some resistance on this matter, sadly. Thank you for your support. 

If your child brings a mobile phone to school because they are walking considerable distances independently, and you have not yet signed the home/school agreement form, please contact the school office. 

Y6 Leavers’ Hoodies
Y6 leavers’ hoodies will be organised through school again this year. If you do not want your child’s name including on the design, please let Mrs. Fox know by the end of the school day on Monday. We’ll be confirming the design on Tuesday. This year we have chosen a practical and contrasting colour scheme to complement our school and PE uniforms. We know our Y6 pupils like to ‘stand out from the crowd’ in their Y6 hoodies. We have opted for a black/dove gray combination. There will be a black or dove grey hoodie choice and a black or dove grey t-shirt choice. We’ll be in touch next week with details of process and how to place and orders with Cliffs.
