English This half term the children are working on a fiction book called ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’. They will be learning how to write a description of a giant and to write a story with their own twist. The children are also beginning to learn how to do joined up handwriting and produce neat writing of a similar letter size.


Maths  The children will continue to practise their quick recall of number bonds within ten and twenty. They will be focusing on applying different addition and subtraction strategies, learning multiplication and division with the 2’s,5’s and 10 times tables and working further on shapes, time and fractions. Please encourage your child to continue to challenge themselves with Numbots and I will be sending home new logins to get started with Times Tables Rock Stars.


Geography In this topic children will learn about life in Australia. They will look at world maps, find out about wild animals that live only in Australia and compare the weather of the UK and Australia.


Science  The children will learn about how we make the most of materials arounds us. They will learn to name different materials and find out about the properties of these materials.
