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Important Information: This term our PE days are Tuesday and Friday. Please ensure that your child comes to school in their PE kit. This should include: blue/black shorts, white t-shirt and pumps/trainers. If children do not have the necessary kit, a text will be sent home. Children are allowed to bring a hoody and joggers for outdoor P.E. We will also have Music on Tuesdays and will need to make sure they bring their instruments. 





Homework: In year 5, children are expected to regularly practise their times tables using Times Tables Rock Stars (30 minutes a week). Children are expected to know ALL times tables and matching division facts by the end of year 4. Spelling homework will also be set weekly via Ed Shed based on the taught spelling rule for that week. Children are expected to read at least three times a week which should be recorded in their reading diaries (please include book title and page read up to). Reading diaries are checked on a Friday and books will also be swapped whenever your child finishes a book.

Important Information: We recommend that children read ALOUD at least 3 times a week preferably with an adult. Do please encourage reading ALOUD to support fluency. This term in class we are learning about… 


In English our class text is ‘Manfish’. Through this novel, we will be exploring biographies and report writing. We will be learning to use relative clauses and modal verbs and become expert biographers in using precise vocabulary. This term in Maths we will be focusing on: multiplication and division learning both mental and written strategies; square, cube and prime numbers and how to apply these strategies to real world problems. We are also looking at measurement (length, mass, capacity and volume). After half term we will be moving onto fractions: comparing and ordering as well as adding and subtracting. 


Our geography-based learning challenge ‘What is Fairtrade and why should it matter to us?’ will enable us to understand what Fairtrade is, how to identify Fairtrade products and understand the impact it has on the wider world. We will use atlases to locate developing countries and discuss why Fairtrade is needed. In PSHE, we will be exploring health and wellbeing, particularly around our emotions, the importance of sleep and eating healthily. In music, we will be continuing to learn how to play a brass instrument in our weekly lessons with Miss Whyle (Love Music Trust). In art, we will use a variety of mediums to create self-portraits including pencil, paint, montages and poetry writing.


In computing we will look at search engines – what they are and how they are used. We will develop our understanding of whether information is accurate and reliable – distinguishing between fact and ‘fake news’.
