MESSAGE FROM THE TEAM

Dear St Bartholomew's community,

It has been so welcome to see the sunshine with us this week, bringing opportunities for
the children to enjoy their learning outdoors.

Mrs Pantev and Mrs Richardson attended a collaborative staff meeting on Tuesday
evening with colleagues from St Leonards First School and Hollinsclough Academy and
Mrs Gibson was at St Johns Primary yesterday on a Health and Safety audit - it's always so
nice to get out and about with the wider TMPF family.

It has been another busy and exciting week in Little Acorns. Our caterpillars are becoming
much more active and are growing bigger every day, which has caused much
excitement. The story The Very Hungry Caterpillar has been a real favourite, and the
children have enjoyed retelling it and linking their learning to our growing caterpillars. In
the workshop, the children have been making their own caterpillars and butterflies, really
embracing their creativity. They have also been working very hard on their fine motor
skills, using pencils to trace patterns and letters with great concentration. In maths, we
have continued to develop our understanding of numbers to 5 by using ten frames to
represent amounts in different ways. The lovely weather has been a real bonus, and the
children have thoroughly enjoyed playing in the sand and exploring our outdoor area.

In Acorn Class, we have been busy in maths learning about addition and how it links to
part—part-whole models, using the plus and equals signs to write simple addition
sentences. In English, we have been thinking creatively about Stanley’s Stick, using
adjectives to describe all the imaginative things Stanley’s stick could become. The
children have even written letters to Stanley with their own ideas of what he might do with
it next. In RE, our focus has been on the Easter story and understanding why the cross is
such an important symbol for Christians. In Geography, we took a visit to the park to look
at its features and then completed graphs based on our observations.

It has been a brilliant week of learning in Oak Class! In maths, Year 3 have enjoyed
learning how to add 2 and 3-digit numbers using column addition and can't believe that
this "easy method" for adding has been kept a secret from them for so long! Meanwhile,
Year 4 and 5 have added the 9 fimes table to their bank of multiplication facts and are
confidently using the pattern of adjacent multiples of 9 to solve problems.

In English, the children have enjoyed using the Ipads to research information on 'tea' as
they prepare to write a non-chronological report brimming with all the interesting facts
they have discovered. The class worked brilliantly in Geography when tasked with
identifying positive factors that would have influenced where settlements began,
including access to water, shelter and protection based on the landscape around. They
particularly enjoyed using this knowledge to create their own settlements. Finally, we have
continued practice our recall of colours in Spanish and the children loved our game of
colour bingo!

Acorn and Oak have continued working on their upper body strength and finding ways to
travel around the equipment in their Parkour session.

Fingers crossed for a sunny weekend!

This week’s topic is focused on online frends encouraging violence

7 out of 10 teens report seeing violent content on social media, with over half of that content featuring fights
invelving young people. Most don't ‘seek’ it but are shown it through social media feeds or messaging
groups. 91% of young people involved in violence have seen violent social media content. Viral trends,

challenges, or "wars’ that are spread online risk encouraging violence offline, while real-world incidents
may also be recorded and promoted online.

WHAT ARE
THE RISKS?

ALGORITHMIC EXPOSURE = 4 #

" Social media platforms are designed to keep users
or can

spread widely and quickly. Algorithms often
racommend content that reflects users’ past
interactions. As a result, young people may see more
violent material if they have viewed, commented on,
or shared it before. Repeated exposure can make
wviclent content appear frequently in their feeds
without them fully understanding why.

WEAPONS AND
CRIMINAL RISK

Teens exposed to high levels of real-world violence on
social media sometimes report feeling an increased
need to carry a weapon for ‘self-protection’; however,
carrying a weapon increases the risk of victimisation
(harm and injury by others) for young people. In
addition, carrying a weapon is a serious offence that
«can lead to police arrest and a criminal record.

' SHARING VIOLENT CONTENT -

Encouraging or assisting an offenceis a

crime in the UK, including via social media, and

«can lead to arrest. This means sharing, forwarding,
or reposting violant contant carries a risk for young
people too, Showing examples of content to a trusted
adultis appropriate, but young people should take
care not to further spread violent material by pasting
it online or sharing it within large messaging groups.

Ensure you get accurate information from trusted sources and encourage
young people to do the same. Remind them never to share violent content
enline and to speak te a trusted adult instead.

TALK CRIME AND SAFETY Y\

In most of the UK, the age of criminal is10 (12in ). This means there
<an be serious criminal consequences for carrying a weapon, taking part in violence, or
filming or sharing vielent content. Discuss the law with young people alongside practical
safety strategies. Ask questions such as: “What could you do if you feel unsafe?” Work
together on action plans and remind them they can contact a trusted adult or the police if
they witness or experience viclence.
