Course Descriptions 
 

Junior Improver Plus Group Coaching: Aimed at more experienced players able to rally and 
serve. Players develop more advanced technical skills and learn how to apply them to a range of 
tactical situations.  They play a mix of singles and doubles learning to improve court positioning and 
shot selection, becoming more tactically aware how to use their strengths and expose opponent’s 
weaknesses.
