They have taken responsibility for leading physical activities at break and lunchtime, as well as organising and delivering smaller competitions. As a result, pupil engagement in activities has improved, contributing to an overall increase in levels of physical activity. In addition, our teaching assistants have successfully completed the Midday Supervisor Training Course delivered by School Games, further enhancing their skills in facilitating active play and ensuring high-quality provision during unstructured times of the school day. Together, these initiatives contribute to creating a more active, inclusive, and supportive school environment.

In the Early Years Foundation Stage, it has also been used to support phonics and outdoor learning activities, providing a creative and active approach to developing key skills.

	A wide range of children represented the school at Hathershaw, with A, B, and C teams participating. After-school sports clubs and the yoga club were also well attended by pupils. Through careful mapping, a number of SEND pupils were enabled to attend a variety of sporting events during the school day. This experience helped to build their confidence and increase their participation in PE. Surveys conducted before and after the events demonstrated a positive impact on their engagement and overall attitude towards physical activity.
