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Year 4 Spring 2 Newsletter 2026

Dear Parents / Carers,
Welcome back after half term! Hopefully we will start to see an improvement in the weather over the next few weeks as the nights start to draw out. Spring is here! Reminder that the children will be swimming everyday on the first week back to make up for lost time before half term.
Reading –  Children are still expected to read at least four times a week for 20 minutes.  Remember to write in your child’s reading diary, or you can allow your child themselves to record the book title and page numbers to help them with independence. Reading targets being met is always a fantastic achievement and I know they all enjoyed taking part in the reading treat, I hope to see the same this half term! Your child’s reading target will be in their reading diary and it is also displayed in AR when you quiz. I monitor targets closely and will send a text reminder out half way through the term if your child is not on track to complete successfully.
English – This half term we will be looking at imaginative character descriptions based on the Andy Stanton’s books about Mr. Gum. As well as this and tying in with our history topic we will create a fact file based on Ancient Greece. 
Maths – Our Maths lessons will continue to develop skills in fluency, reasoning and problem solving. This half term we will be focusing on money, statistics and fractions.
Science – This half term we will continue to look at states of matter and how this links with the water cycle.  
History – We will be exploring Ancient Greece and creating an amazing fact file combining everything we will have learnt.
Geography – In geography we will look at land use and the key role of rivers in both human and physical geography. We will also be researching Dover in preparation for the Paris trip later in the term.
PE – Our PE days this half term will be Tuesday and Thursday and the children will be taught by Mrs Kirk. Pupils are asked to come to school in their Scholar Green PE kits on their PE days once again. A PE kit consists of black shorts/leggings/skort, a Scholar Green PE T-shirt and trainers. Please do not send your child to school in a football kit/jeans/inappropriate footwear on their PE days.  PE T-shirts can be purchased from www.myschoolstyle.com. Please ensure your child has long hair tied back if applicable and jewellery is removed including earrings. 
Each day at lunchtime, Mrs Kirk will be running PE clubs on the playground or field. These will change on a weekly basis and there will be no need to sign up in advance. Children will be able to join in as and when they would like to. To take part children will need their trainers only, but you may prefer to send your child into school in their PE kit on those days.  

RE – RE lessons will focus on Judaism, in particular looking at the meaning and history of Passover. 
PSHE – Our focus is on living in the wider world, looking at internet safety, money, work and equality. We will also look at the importance of Comic Relief.
Homework – Homework will be sent home on Thursdays, to be completed and returned on the following Tuesday. Please continue with TTRS games to help develop times table skills.
