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Nursery Newsletter: Spring Term 2

Welcome back! We hope you have had a fantastic half term and enjoyed lots of lovely play and rest. The staff in nursery are looking forward to the countdown to Easter and we can’t wait to start to see the changes that Spring holds. 
Topic – The overarching theme for this half term is ‘Bigger than Me’ so keep your eyes peeled for lots of activities about measure, family and life cycles. 
 
Literacy – Our author for this term continues to be Allan Ahlberg. The children are already very familiar with Ahlberg’s books – Funny Bones, Each Peach Pear Plum, The Jolly Postman- and have loved reading his stories before the half term break. This half term, we will also be focussing on the traditional story ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’. The children in nursery will be taking part in lots of learning related to this traditional tale. 

Phonics – The Nursery 2 children have thrived in their phonics development in the run up to half term and have made big steps in learning their sounds. We will continue to consolidate the sounds we have started to learn – m  a  s  d  t  i  n  p  g  o  c  k  u  b  f  e  l and are continuing to segment and blend these sounds together to create simple words. 
PE - Our PE days continue to be - Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays across the nursery. Please ensure that on these days your child is wearing appropriate clothing and footwear. I.E. no wellies, flimsy shoes or flip flops etc. If your child has their PE shoes in their bag, please let staff know and we will support them in changing before PE. 
Reading and Home Learning– Please ensure that your child’s yellow Reading Record, story and home learning wallet comes back to nursery in your child’s bag so that the team can support your child in swapping their reading book and homework to take home. W 
Home from Home – We are continuing to send Paddington home weekly with a member of our class and the children love to see what Paddington has been up to! Where possible please add your child’s photographs to the Paddington Book so that your child can share these images with their friends.
Secret Reader – Please get in touch via Miss Hadfield’s email if you or a grandparent are interested in becoming a secret reader for your child. This is where you surprise your child by coming in slightly earlier than home time, take a small group of children into the library area and read a story before taking your child home. 
Forest School – While the weather begins to improve, the nursery children will be venturing into Forest School more regularly this half term. Despite the weather improving, we still ask that you provide your child with plenty of spare clothes, a puddle suit/waterproof trousers and wellingtons as we do explore the stream while we are down there. We also ask that these spares are labelled to ensure nothing gets lost. 
Attendance – Unfortunately, we are experiencing a high level of persistently absent children in Nursery. Despite not being a legal requirement before the age of 5, your child deserves the chance to thrive in nursery, play with friends, take part in age-appropriate learning and develop in their independence. Due to our ever-growing waiting list, we do hold the right to relinquish your child’s place to another child and it would be a shame to do so.
