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Nursery Newsletter: Spring Term 1

Happy New Year Nursery! I hope you have all had the most amazing Christmas break and are ready to start 2025 with lots of exciting learning and play opportunities. The staff in nursery have missed you all and we cannot wait to get back into the swing of things. Our first week back will be focussed on settling back into the nursery routine.
Welcome New Starters! – We want to start by welcoming our new children to nursery. We look forward to supporting your child in settling in, making new friends, and building solid relationships with both their peers and the staff members. All children should have the following… 
· Named spare clothes including socks, underwear etc. 
· A water bottle your child recognises as their own.
· Nappies, wipes and cream (if your child is in nappies).
· A lunchbox if they are going to be staying for lunch and not having hot dinners. 
Phonics – We are very excited to be continuing our phonics this term. We will be consolidating your child’s learning so far –m, a, s, d, t, i, n, p, g, o, c. And we will be continuing to learn the following - k, u, b, f, e, l, h, sh, r, j, v, y, w.
Maths – We will be continuing to solidify your child’s counting skills to 10, number recognition to 5 and 2D shapes including circle, square, triangle and rectangle. Please work on this with your child at home as well to give them the best opportunities at nursery to thrive. 
Weather appropriate clothing - Now we are well into Winter the children are required to have a named waterproof coat present in school at all times, spare named clothes and a jumper. We also advise that you provide your child with a pair of named wellington boots. As the weather gets colder, we do encourage the children to wear hats, gloves and scarves when playing outside - we ask that these items of clothing are easily recognisable to your child as their own and labelled where possible as they can be very tricky for staff to keep track of! Please do not hesitate to come and speak to a member of the team if you have any questions. 
Home from Home – As this new term begins, we are hoping to send our Paddington bear home with a different child over each weekend. Paddington will go home with your child on their last day at nursery before the weekend and it is required that Paddington is returned on your child’s first day back the following week. This is to give everyone a chance to share the opportunities. Paddington comes with a book where you can record the exciting activities Paddington has done with your child over the weekend and your child will have the opportunity to share this with their peers when Paddington returns. We are really looking forward to starting this with the children and continuing to strengthen the bond between Nursery and Home.
