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Dear Parents/Carers
WOW – I can’t believe we’re in the summer term already, it doesn’t seem like 2 minutes since your child started in YR4 back in September 
Maths – In maths we will be moving on to decimals and doing some work on time. As you are all very well aware by now, YR4 is a really important year for times tables as all YR4 pupils will have to do the statutory times tables assessment in June.  Please can you continue to encourage your child to go on Times Table Rock Stars for a minimum of 10 mins, ideally twice a week. I can’t stress enough, how important it is for children to be confident with their times tables, up to the 12 times table. TTRS is an excellent way to practise these skills and the format is very similar to how the statutory test will be administered.  During the statutory test, pupils will have a limited time to answer each question, so getting their speed up on TTRS is very important – this will only happen through regular and ongoing practice! So many of the class now have a complete green heatmap, this is brilliant, thank you for your support with this.  Even with a green heat map though, it is vital children still go on TTRS regularly to keep up their accuracy and speed.
English – Our author for this half term will be Cressida Cowell, author of the ‘How to train your dragon’ collection of books as well as the ‘Wizards of Once’ series of books. It would be really helpful if you could practice the YR4 spelling words with your child as this is an area we need to work on! 
Reading - All children still need to read at least 4x per week at home. If children don’t read enough at home, they will not be able to receive their reading treat at the end of the half term. Please support your child to read and quiz every week. 
In History we will be completing our work on the Greeks and their achievements and then moving on to complete an in-depth study into the golden age of the Early Islamic Civilisation.
Science – This half term our unit of work is animals including humans. We will be thinking about classifying animals into groups e.g. producers, predators and prey according to their place in the food chain. We will also be thinking about the human digestive system and using the correct anatomical names. In addition, we will be thinking about teeth and the role each type of tooth plays. This will link nicely to our scientist for the term, Washington Sheffield, who is famous for inventing modern day types of toothpaste. 
Geography – This half term we will be doing a contrast study comparing two different locations within Europe. Our focus will be on Chester, and this will link in with our visit to Petty Pool later in the year. We’ll be comparing this region with Rome looking at similarities and differences between the two areas. 
The PE days for the first week of the Summer 1 term (week commencing 13th April) are Tuesday and Thursday. Please note, you will be contacted during the first week with the PE schedule for week 2 onwards. Children can come to school wearing their school PE kit (green t shirt, black shorts or joggers) No football kits please. Please also ensure hair is tied back.  

Each day at lunchtime, Mrs Kirk will be running PE clubs on the playground or field. These will change on a weekly basis and there will be no need to sign up in advance. Children will be able to join in as and when they would like to. To take part children will need their trainers only, but you may prefer to send your child into school in their PE kit on those days.  
  
Homework books will continue to be given out on a Thursday and MUST be handed in on the following Monday or Tuesday. 
We are delighted to announce that we are now a parkrun primary school, paired with Clough Hall Junior parkrun, where we know many of our families already attend. There will be an assembly for the children on Tuesday 14th April to launch this. Following that, on Sunday 19th April we are planning a Scholar Green take over at Clough Hall Junior parkrun (21 Grove Ave, Stoke-on-Trent ST7 1DJ). We are inviting all families to come and join us with children wearing their PE tops to turn the park green. All children who attend will receive a privilege card in school! Mrs Colman and Mrs Kapp will be there to cheer you all on. An adult must stay within the park to supervise their child (but they are not expected to run and can supervise as a spectator!). Please see the parkrun letter for more information.
