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 EYFS Reception Newsletter: Summer 2 
Welcome back Reception! 
I hope all families had a wonderful half term and I hope that the sun starts to come out a little bit more! 
Please be mindful that as the weather does start to pick up, that all hats need to be labelled. If it is a really hot day please ensure your child has suncream on before school and a water bottle. 
This half term our topic is ‘Before Me’.  I am really excited about this topic as it will link all of the children’s previous learning together, we will be looking at how they have grown since starting Reception – I cannot believe how quick this year has gone so far! It also includes looking at dinosaurs, which I know some children will be very excited about!
Phonics- The children will continue to participate in two Read.Write.Inc. phonic sessions per day. Each session will focus on recapping set 1 sounds and set 2 sounds and reading green and red words. The children will also continue to practise their cursive letter formation and applying their phonics knowledge 

Reading- We continue to ask for the children to ‘read’ at home at least four times a week. Only the children who have met this target for half the amount of weeks in the half term will receive a treat. For example, for a six week half term, your child will be expected to achieve their target for at least three of the six weeks.  During the half term, if your child is at risk of not receiving the treat, you will be notified by text. Please record when your child has read or when you have read to your child in their reading record. Reading diaries will be checked now on a MONDAY. So you have Monday to Monday to read 4 times a week. It is really important that you continue to read with your child to support their learning in school. Books will be changed when children are really fluent in reading them and confident in answering the comprehension questions in the books. 

Author of the half term- Our author focus for this half term is Claire Freedman. The children have already read some of her books and love them, they all particularly love ‘Aliens Love Under Pants!’

Literacy- We will be looking at adjectives and describing characters. Our Traditional Tale for this half term is going to be ‘The Ugly Duckling’ and we will be story mapping and re-telling this story in our literacy lessons and in our continuous provision. 

Maths – In maths we will continue with recording our workings out in our books, as well as, problem solving in the outdoor area! 

Understanding the World – We will be looking at simple maps of the school and creating them ourselves. We will be looking at different routes to the Year 1 classroom. 

PSED – In PSED, we will be looking at challenges and feelings of nervousness to support children with change and the transition into Year 1. We will be also looking at supportive and caring friendships and how we can resolve conflicts with friends. 
PE- Our PE days will be Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday. Please send your child in their PE kits on this day. EARRINGS – Earrings need to be covered up on these days by a plaster if they cannot be taken out yet.
Trip – Our trip is to Trentham Gardens on Thursday 25th of June, please send children in with a disposable packed lunch if they are not having one from school and sensible shoes such as trainers. We will update on appropriate clothing depending on weather closer to.
