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Nursery Newsletter: Autumn Term 2

Hello Everyone! Welcome back to nursery. I hope you all had a fabulous half term, I can’t wait to hear what you have been up to. We are starting a very exciting term in the run up to Christmas with lots of exciting topics, activities and enrichment opportunities.
Phonics – N2’s have already started our Phonics learning in Autumn 1, and the children have loved learning M, A, S and D so far. We will continue developing our phonics knowledge in school with lots of engaging and hands on activities and appreciate any support at home in this subject. Phonics information for parents has been sent home via Tapestry last term. 

Reading –Thank you for your ongoing support with your children’s reading diaries. We love reading about all the comments and stories you have been reading at home. The children love sharing this connection to home with their teachers and peers. 
PE - Our PE days are Mondays, Tuesdays (N2) and Wednesdays (N1). These PE slots are around 30 minutes long and take place with Mrs Kirk in the hall, the classroom or outside. Please ensure that on these days your child is wearing appropriate clothing and footwear. I.E. no wellies or sandals  
Forest School - Now we are well into Autumn we are hoping to make the most of our forest school provision. We would like to ask if all children could have a named waterproof coat present in school at all times, a named puddlesuit/wetsuit and a pair of named wellington boots. Ideally your child may have an additional bag for wellies and waterproofs that stays at nursery during term time. Please do not hesitate to come and speak to a member of the team if you have any questions. 
Understanding the World – As part of our Understanding the World Topic we are learning all about different occupations. We ask that if there are any parents who have the time to come into nursery and give the children a very informal introduction to your job role, we would be very grateful to host you. This could even be 15 minutes before home time when you come to pick them up. Please get in touch with Miss Hadfield if you have the opportunity to do this! Any and all jobs are welcome and encouraged!
Home from Home – As part of your child’s enrichment at nursery, this half-term we are hoping to strengthen the connection between nursery and home. This includes show and tell, secret reader and much more. Please keep your eyes peeled on School Spider for different opportunities for parents to get involved in your child’s time at Nursery. I will be sending out a request for parent volunteers in the near future so keep your eyes peeled. 
Home Learning – Our target this term for home learning is centred around independence. We find that having this skill vastly improves your child’s confidence in all areas of self-care including hygiene, mealtimes and getting dressed. The wet season is the perfect time to encourage your child to gain confidence in dressing and undressing themselves, including coats and shoes. Setting the table and helping at mealtimes is a great way to include your child in daily routines.
