History


We will consider what we would struggle to survive without in today's world.  Then we will travel back in time, to discover what life was like in Britain during the Stone Age through to the Iron Age. A period that sees Early People develop from hunter-gatherers to early farmers. Like historians, we will use a range of sources to solve historical enquiries and explore the mysteries of ancient tools. We are looking forward to our trip to Tatton Park which will enhance your child’s experiences even further 





Maths


Through problem solving and reasoning, the children will be extending their knowledge of place value and the four rules of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. Times tables knowledge will be a significant focus.
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English


We will immerse ourselves in some fabulous books, starting with Little Red by Lynn Roberts, which is an exciting twist on Little Red Riding Hood. We will also continue to work on spelling patterns and keywords to apply in our writing.











Science


Our topic is Keeping Healthy. We will be exploring the differences between a diet and nutrition. We will be learning how the functions of the human body work and how this links with keeping healthy. We will also be learning about the contribution of Joe Wicks to nutrition and Marie Curie’s invention of the X-ray.
