Maths: count beyond 20 recognising the counting pattern, explore the composition of numbers to 10, explore doubles and odd & even numbers. Name and describe 3D shapes, use a greater range of time vocabulary.

In Understanding the World we will be comparing woods/forests/jungles around the world, looking at maps of the world to identify woods/forest/jungles, learning how to look after our forests and the species that live there. Exploring changes in state through humidity.
